Public Hearing: 

1) Variance Application # 512: Application submitted by Cynthia Elliot on behalf of Hudson Valley Italian Rest. Inc. requesting relief from Article II, Section 190-16 (B) of the Town of New Scotland Zoning law to allow for a cooler attached to the new restaurant to be constructed 3 feet inside the rear set back to allow for it to be located 27 feet from the side property line and 17.5 feet of relief to allow for a 13 foot wide foyer to be constructed 12.5 feet from the property line facing Railroad Ave. The proposed site is located on a corner lot with two front and two rear setbacks, owned by Hudson Valley Italian Restaurant Inc., is located in the Commercial Hamlet District of Feura Bush at 1368 Indian Fields Road, and is identified as New Scotland tax parcel id # 107.2-2-54. 

Planning Board gave a favorable response to the ZBA regarding variance application #512.
