1. Call to Order
Deputy Supervisor Hennessy called the public hearing to order at 6:30 PM regarding Proposed Local
Law F of 2016 regarding notice to residents of pending applications for permits and approvals.
Councilperson Greenberg said that we’ve gotten comments back from the Planning Board and ZBA, but
we haven’t heard from Albany County so we can’t take action tonight. Attorney Naughton said that we
received some written comments today from Mr. Dearstyne.  Councilperson Greenberg said that we
also received a couple of other letters earlier in the week.  

Attorney Naughton noted for the record that we duly published a notice of the hearing in the newspaper.

Councilperson Snyder said that we got some good comments at the October Planning Board meeting,
and some of them have been captured in the meeting minutes.  Councilperson Snyder had requested that
the Planning Board minutes been done right away so they could be distributed to this Board.  She felt
that the comments were useful and positive for the most part and will help shape this law.  It probably
needs a little more tweaking, but those comments will lead us in the right direction.  Councilperson
Snyder encouraged the Board to look at those Planning Board comments when they have time. 

Deputy Supervisor Hennessy asked that the Town Clerk request that Lori Saba circulate those draft
minutes to the Town Board.  Councilperson Greenberg said that we did get an email from Attorney
Baker, and he included the comments by the Planning Board and had more things to say about them.

Attorney Naughton noted that there were two member of the public present.

Deputy Supervisor Hennessy said that he was going to close the meeting, and he reiterated that this
won’t be acted upon until the November meeting at the earliest.  We will be adjusting and revising the
law if need be in accordance with some of the comments we’ve been getting.
